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PLANS FOR GARDEN DESIGN FOR 33 NAPIER STREET
My plan is to make the small space I have on my block as productive as possible, while maintaining some space for outdoor entertaining. I also have a community garden plot, so am able to grow vegetables that require more space there – so in my home space I aim to grow veggies and herbs that I use frequently in the kitchen, and fruits that will not only look beautiful and screen fence lines, but are also quite hardy and don’t require too much attention (or bird netting etc). 

As my boyfriend lives in Melbourne – I am often away from home on the weekends, so a big priority is creating self watering beds (wicking beds) so that in the height of summer all of my hard work isn’t ruined in one hot weekend.

BACK YARD

I plan to build a red brick courtyard in the area between the carport fence and the end of the house as an entertaining area. This will be brick paved with a double brick wall. I would like to build a pergola with clear plastic roofing over this section for shelter in winter and could perhaps grow some type of vines under the roof (ie kiwi fruit or passionfruit) something that will provide shade but not be too susceptible to birds. Grapes? 
As I have some problems with the neighbours retaining walls (council still sorting that out) on the back fence I see the current raised bed as temporary. I would love to espalier fruit trees across the entire back fence and then build raised beds in other positions, so there is access to the fence line for pruning – these trees could be planted in raised beds perhaps. 

I would like to make more use of vertical spaces – would love passionfruit vines but am not sure which aspect they need – north facing? Could the old toilet be used as a vertical space for lettuces and herbs?

I need to keep some access from the side gate (RHS from the street) for the storage of bins – but could perhaps do more to maximise this space, although I tend to forget to water it in summer. The fruit trees on the fence there are quinces – roughly espaliered but the neighbour is happy for them to overhang his block. 

FRONT YARD

I would love to make the front yard more productive. Thinking asparagus in the bed just under the front window (not too much water required) so won’t seep into the house footings.  Would also like to get rid of some of the lawn and extend the garden bed on the fence line – perhaps globe artichokes. . .something edible that won’t grow too tall and block the view, but not too wide to allow access to the side gate.

Left side along the driveway could perhaps be espaliered but kept low to not block the views.
